Purpose of the Position:

To provide program support for the Riverfront Singers. The Riverfront Singers are a group of friends, many with disabilities, who come together to raise a joyful voice. 
Qualifications:

· Musical background

· Excellent verbal and listening communication skills

· Desire to work with adults with disabilities

· Flexibility in work hours and positive teamwork attitude

· Willingness to receive specialized training as needed 
Location for Activity:

Work is performed in both indoor settings including homes, offices and public establishments and within the community with varied conditions.  Outdoor travel is required regularly.  

Days and Hours:

The group practices Wednesday nights, 6-7:00 in the Riverfront Court Yard and performs at churches, community gatherings, nursing homes, and Rock County celebrations throughout the year (Rock Banquet, Picnic and Holiday Party, etc.).  
Job Functions:

A. Assist with the management of the Riverfront Singers.  Activities include assist in the coordination of logistics and programming for the choir; attend practices, performances and/or provide musical accompaniment as applicable. Monitor and manage choir members and provide transportation and support as needed. 

B. Act as an appropriate role model, maintaining professional relationships with participant and Riverfront team members. 
C. Maintain high performance standards.  Activities include follow organizational policies and procedures; provide quality customer service; manage time, use resources wisely, and maintain confidential and ethic standards.
